O Applicants who have earned (or are to earn) a Bachelor's degree (for Master’s
programs) or a Master’'s degree (for Doctoral programs) and meet one of the following

requirements.

- Both applicant and his/her parents must be citizens of countries other than Korea.
— Applicants must have completed all their primary, secondary, and higher education

outside of Korea.

O When using Korean domestic postal service, the application materials should be
post until the day of the application deadline (documents must be sent by express

registered mail). In case of

O Please notice the following items before submitting your application document :
- All documents must be originals

% All documents not in English or Korean, must be translated and notarized. A copy of
applicants' diploma certified by the university (with university stamp) can be substituted
with the originals.
- Apart from the documents required by the NIIED, another certificate showing the
relationship between the applicant and his/her parent should be submitted (this should
include information about the nationality of parent).

O Graduation gualification related to Language Proficiency
- Level 4 or above in the Test of Proficiency in Korean (TOPIK, St=20{ s Al&) (Those
students from the Art and Physical Education (0iI-XMsHE) Division, TOPIK Level 3 or
above)
— To take a designated period of Korean language program provided by the Korean
Language Center of the international affairs office of Daegu University.

O Dormitory Exclusively for Graduate Students
